Transitionsare times when children move between and adapt to different spaces or places and with different people, experiences,i@expectdtroutines.

Children may experience a range of transitions including:

1 going from home and community into an ECEC service

1 moving from one age grouping or room to another

i starting at a new ECEC service

1 leaving an ECEC service and startingfifukk school

1 participating in before and after school programs when at
1 full-time school

1 moving between a universal service such as long day care
1 and an early intervention service

1 going from inside to outside time, or from pkaased

1 experiences to a routine activity or group time.

Not many adults experience the range of transitions some children deal with regularly. While adults can find transitiengiogaive sometimes have
unreasonable expectations of how well children will cope with the changes they are experiencing. On the other hand, wsenaitiveto the impact of
transitions for some children and take simple steps to support them in managing change.
